STEP 1
Cut potatoes into even sized pieces. Cover with cold water and 
bring to the boil. Simmer until tender and drain into a colander and 
leave for steam to rise off for 2-3 mins. 

STEP 2
Heat milk, cream and butter in the microwave for 1-1.5 minutes.
